The combined costs of the companies in the Sewerage

industry reached RON 231,576,684 in 2016, up by 9.55%

year-on-year.

 

The industry's total revenue makes up 0.03% to the

country's Gross domestic product (GDP) in 2016, compared

to 0.03% for 2015 and 0.02% in 2014.

 

A total of 1,617 people were employed in the Sewerage
